The Curriculum at a Glance – Spring Term 2026

Here are the subjects your child will be taught this term and some ways that you can help. Key Subjects
English – In English we will be learning to vary the way we start sentences by using a variety of fronted adverbials. We will also be learning to use relative clauses and parenthesis for extra information in our writing. We will continue to embed all aspects of punctuation and grammar taught so far this year. We will be studying the key features of persuasive letters and biographical writing through texts such as The Explorer. Later in the term we will learn how to write an adventure narrative as well as a balanced argument. 
Mathematics – In Mathematics, we will be revisiting multiplication and division but this term focusing on long multiplication and short division. From here, we will delve into fractions, learning how to multiply. After this, we will learn about area and perimeter as well as statistics.

Read daily with your child, discuss the book read and log each reading session on Boom Reader.  Help them with their times tables and number bonds recall. Ensure that spellings are learned for weekly tests. Always check that they have done their homework which will be sent home weekly. Please encourage your child to use IXL to practice topics covered at school.




Other Information
Homework Information – Maths, Grammar and Reading homework will be completed in the books and the overview for the year can be found in the front cover of each book. Completed homework should be returned to school on Wednesdays/Thursdays (depending on class teachers)
Spellings will go home on a Tuesday/Friday (depending on class teachers) in preparation for the spelling test the following Monday/Tuesday.
School Trips/Visits – This term the children will be participating in a Bhangra workshop as part of our Cultural Week celebrations.  As part of our geography topic, they will also join in a VR workshop to explore the ‘Rainforest’.
Lunches – If your child has a packed lunch ensure it is healthy. Please continue to book school lunches online.
Arts
Art – Rainforest Designs using the work of Henri Rousseau as a stimulus. 
Music – To play and perform in solo and ensemble context, using their voices and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency control and expression.
PE – Outdoor P.E – Tag Rugby and Health Fitness. Indoor P.E – Gymnastics and Dance. 
How you can help – Ensure your child has their PE kit on the correct days.
D&T – Children will be creating Rainforest Dioramas cardboard and range of different materials.

Sciences
Science – Properties and Changes of Materials – students will investigate the properties of materials by conducting tests to classify everyday items based on their hardness, solubility and transparency.
Computing – Microsoft word and coding. – Children will explore and use microbits. 
How you can help – Always be aware of what your child is doing on a computer and use privacy settings and content filters.  Encourage them to research topics or make a PowerPoint about what they are studying. 
Humanities 
History and Geography – Explorers – with a focus on South America. – The children will look at the different layers that make up the many rainforests within South America and explores some of the animals that inhabitant them.
RE – Christianity and Sikhism – Within Sikhism the children will be exploring different stories from the Guru Granth Sahib and how these stories are relevant to their lives.
Languages – To learn an appropriate balance of spoken and written language (French).
PSHE- Jigsaw. The topic for Spring 1 is 'Celebrating Differences’. Children will be looking what the difference is between being unkind and bullying.  Spring 2 is ‘Creating a better future’. Where children will design their own playground game.  How you can help – Visit the local church or Gurdwara.
