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Year: 3
Here are the subjects your child will be taught this term and some ways that you can help. Key Subjects
English – We will be exploring fiction and non-fiction texts. To begin with, we will be looking at the story ‘A Bear Called Paddington,’ and creating our own adventure narratives about his antics in London. We will look at a non-fiction text and write a non-chronological report about the royal family to link with our topic of Brilliant Britain. We will explore the formality of language when writing persuasive texts for people to visit a landmark in London. We will also be learning about expanded noun phrases, adverbs to express time, cause and place and how to organise writing into paragraphs.  
Mathematics – We will recap our multiplication and division facts for 2, 5 and 10 and move onto learning the 3, 4 and 8 times tables. We will be multiplying two-digit numbers by one digit using a formal column method and solving word and missing number problems for these. Addition and subtraction methods will be recapped and explored in the context of money (using £ and p and giving change). We will then move on to interpret and present data using bar charts, pictograms and tables and solve one-step and two-step questions about these forms of data. Perimeter and length will also be taught. We will then move onto looking at unit and non-unit fractions, counting up and down in tenths and finding a fraction of a set of objects. 
How you can help - Read regularly with your child and discuss the book read. Help them with their times tables and recap addition and subtraction methods using the column method taught.  Always check that they have done their homework. 

Humanities – BRILLIANT BRITAIN
Geography – We will be learning more about the UK and considering how the country compares to neighbouring European countries.  
History – We will be learning about the history of the UK and discussing and debating changes over time including monarchy and government.
RE – We will be continuing to learn about Christianity, investigating the big question, ‘Could Jesus Heal People?’ before considering, ’What is good about Good Friday?’
Languages – To learn an appropriate balance of spoken and written language (French).
PSHE- Celebrating Differences & Creating a better future.
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Sciences
Light - Identifying different light sources, understanding how to protect ourselves from the sun.
Forces and Magnets – Identifying different forces and understanding magnetic fields.  
Computing – Learning about coding, creating graphs from data, online safety and writing and receiving emails. 
How you can help – Children can research information about the best conditions to make plants grow and investigate these at home with adults. Children can also use purple mash software to practise skills for coding and graphing. 
Arts
Art – Sketching and painting landscapes in Britain (e.g. John Constable and Vincent Van Gough), exploring colours and shades using different media (paints, pastels, pencils), 
Music – Sounds- How they are produced and classified- Performance Poetry.
PE – Gymnastics and Hockey moving onto Health and Fitness and Dance 
D&T –Design an item such as a soft keychain to represent a county such as London.
How you can help- Use paint strip samples from paint shops to explore the range of colours. Research the work of L S Lowry. 
Other Information
PE Information – PE kit to be in school at all times. PE takes place every Wednesday and Thursday. 
Homework Information – Maths, Comprehension and SPAG homework is set weekly – please refer to the page numbers at the front of the work books and ensure they are in school to be marked on Wednesday.
Spellings will also go home over the weekend to be tested on Wednesday.
Reading at home – Please ensure that you are reading at home with your child daily – for fifteen minutes- and it has been documented.
