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Here are the subjects your child will be taught and some ways that you can help. Key Subjects
English – In English, we will be reinforcing all punctuation, grammar and spelling taught this year. The children will be encouraged to apply this to their work so that they are able to write with increasing accuracy. We will be reinforcing passive voice and there will be an emphasis on reading for meaning skills. The children will continue to develop their knowledge and understanding of spelling patterns. This term the children will continue to learn about a variety of writing genre and study the Ancient Greek Myth ‘Theseus and the Minotaur’ along with the key text, ‘Journey to Jo’burg’ and they will use these texts to write an informal letter, a diary entry from someone else’s perspective, a myth and look at a range of poems.
[bookmark: _Hlk227063563]Mathematics – This term in mathematics, the children will be exploring a range of practical and geometric concepts. We’ll be diving into geometry, focusing on the properties of shapes as well as mastering position and direction. Within our number work, we will be revisiting our work on decimals, while our measurement lessons will cover the essential skills of converting units and calculating volume. It’s going to be a busy, hands-on term as we build their confidence in these key areas! 
How you can help? Read regularly with your child and discuss the book that they have read. Once your child has completed a book, they can return it to school for a different one. Please log all reading at home on Boom Reader. Help them with their times tables/number bonds. Ensure that spellings are learned for weekly tests. Please ensure that they have completed their Maths, English and Reading homework weekly.



Other Information
Homework Information – Maths, English and Reading homework will continue to be set weekly. Completed homework should be returned to school by the following Wednesday/Thursday. Please ensure that your child completes their homework on time. Spellings will also be sent home weekly and tested in class the following week. 
School Trips/Visits – This term the children will be visiting a Sikh Gurdwara. 
Lunches – If your child has a packed lunch ensure it is healthy. If your child is having a hot dinner, please make sure you have booked. 

Arts
Art/DT - In Art, children will explore texture and layers through collage, while in DT, they will design and create their own CAHMS toys using a range of materials
Music – To play and perform in solo and ensemble context, using their voices and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency control and expression.
PE – Outdoor Sports – This term children will develop skills used in tennis, cricket and athletics. 
How you can help – Ensure your child has their PE kit in school during the week. 
D&T – Children will explore CAM toys which were inspired by Greek Mythology.


D&T – Children will learn about woodwork skil.

Sciences
Science – The children will be learning about Animals and their Habitats, Animals including Humans and Reproduction in Plants and Animals. In the Living Things and Their Habitats topic, students will explore how different species grow and multiply by comparing the unique life cycles of various animals and investigating the diverse ways plants and animals reproduce.
Computing – The children will study Databases, 3D Modelling and Word Processing using Purple Mash. 
How you can help – Always be aware of what your child is doing on a computer and use adult filters.  Encourage them to research topics or make a PowerPoint about what they are studying. 
Humanities 
[bookmark: _Hlk227065417]History - The Ancient Greeks - This term, our history lessons will see the children analysing artefacts to compare the distinct lifestyles of Athens and Sparta, while also exploring the fascinating evolution of the Olympic Games from the ancient world to the present day. Within our unit on South Africa, we will explore the history of Apartheid and slavery, focusing on the long-term struggle for human rights and equality.
RE – Christianity and Sikhism –This term, we will explore the concept of commitment in Sikhism, focusing on how many Sikhs express their dedication to equality and service through the Amrit Sanskar ceremony and the wearing of the Five Ks. How you can help – Find information about ‘Commitment’ in Sikhism and any information about The Ancient Greeks and South Africa.
Languages – To learn an appropriate balance of spoken and written language within the unit of fruits and vegetables (French).
PSHE- 1- Healthy Me – learning how to keep healthy. Topic 2 – Relationships – learning how to be a good friend. 
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
