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Here are the subjects your child will be taught and some ways that you can help. 
Key Subjects
English – We will be exploring myths, descriptive writing and diaries. To begin with, we will be looking at ‘The Sun King’ and writing our own diaries based of Egyptian curses. In addition, we will look at a non-fiction text and write a non-chronological report about pharaohs from Ancient Egypt to link with our History and Geography topic. Through our English and grammar lessons, children will be taught the importance of using rich and varied vocabulary, using commas to mark different types of clauses and using inverted commas to punctuate speech. 
Mathematics – We will recap our multiplication and division facts for 2, 5, 10, 3, 4 and 8s. This term, we are focusing on fractions; being able to represent and recognise fractions of shapes, numbers and quantities. The children will also be learning how to calculate money, recognising money and finding change. Later in the term, we will be looking at the properties of different shapes including names, sides, edges, angles and lines of symmetry. In Summer 2, we will be moving onto measurement including telling the time to the nearest minute both to and past the hour. The children will learn how to tell the time on an analogue and digital clock. 
How you can help - Read regularly with your child and discuss the book read. Help them with their times tables and recap addition, subtraction and multiplication methods using the column method.

Other Information

Art & Design – Sketching and drawing different still life images using a variety of media and drawing techniques. 
DT – Pneumatics and experimenting with moving parts.
French – Fruits et Légumes - Fruits and Vegetables.
Music – China exploring pitch. Listen to traditional Chinese music, sing, read and compose.
PE – Tennis, Cricket and Athletics.  
How you can help- Practise drawing different still life images at home using different media.
Science
Plants - Identifying the different parts of a flowering plant and understanding the process of pollination and fertilisation.
Forces and Magnet – Identifying different forces and understanding magnetic fields.  
Computing – learning about coding, creating graphs from data, online safety and writing and receiving emails. 
How you can help – Plant some flowers at home, look for wild flowers that may be growing in your garden and discuss the different types of seed dispersal.  
Humanities: Ancient Egypt
Geography – We will learn about the geography of Egypt and compare locations to answer the question, ‘How does our location on the planet effect the weather we experience?’
History – Through source work, we will expand our historical vocabulary and explore, ‘How does Ancient Egyptian society compare to our own?’
RE – This term, we will be learning about Hinduism.  We will explore, ‘How can Brahman be everywhere and everything?’ as well as ‘Would visiting the river Ganges feel special to a non-Hindu?’
PSHE- We will be learning how to keep healthy as well as what different families look like and how to be a good friend.
How you can help – Visit local libraries to gather facts about Ancient Egypt. 
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
